When a new account is created, an email from bgcinfo@winnebagotribe.com will be sent
to the email address used to set up the account. This email will prompt you to create
your password.

Once your password is set, you can begin the registration process by completing the
required parent/guardian information, adding your youth and teens, selecting the
appropriate membership for each child, and registering for available programs.

As we update
our website and begin sharing a Club newsletter, the Parent Portal will help make sure
families receive timely and accurate information.

Your information will be kept secure in the portal, and we will protect the privacy of our
Club families. As we prepare to move into our new, larger facility this fall, having
accurate information in a single secure system will help us serve families more
efficiently and responsibly.

MyClubHub also helps us collect the data needed to apply for grants and funding that
directly support programs, meals, activities, field trips, and other opportunities for
youth. In short, this system helps us serve families better today while building stronger
opportunities for tomorrow.
